Courtyard Ideas:

· Purpose of courtyard


-mainly an ornamental garden during school hours unless students have a 
teacher’s permission, but clubs may meet in the courtyard after school

· Get other clubs involved/sponsorship


-two staff members have already offered donations


-some teachers are interested in tending flowers outside their windows

· Walkway around the perimeter of the courtyard


-gravel, stepping stones, or woodchips?


-woodchips look nice, but must be replaced every 2-3 years


-gravel is more expensive than woodchips, but is replaced less often


-we can personalize stepping stones

· Butterfly garden


-plants that attract butterflies are inexpensive and like partial shade

-if certain plants are planted, the butterflies will come on their own

· Birdhouse


-make or buy birdhouses?

· Bat Attraction

-keep insect populations, especially mosquitoes, down


-especially important if we have standing water (ex. pond, fountain)
· Hummingbird feeders


-Bee Balm (red flower) and red feeders attract hummingbirds well


-Bee Balm likes partial shade, is native to Michigan

· Rooftop gardens


-provide aesthetic beauty for school
